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	1). The use of the convenience sampling method raises questions regarding the representativeness of the sample. It is important to assess whether this sampling approach truly reflects the broader population of Vadodara or Gujarat as a whole, considering its inherent limitations in generating generalizable results. Additionally, the study focuses solely on Vadodara city, which may limit the applicability of the findings to other regions in Gujarat or India with different socioeconomic or cultural characteristics.

2). The chosen sample size of 200 respondents also invites scrutiny. Given the large population size of the region, it is essential to consider whether this sample is statistically sufficient to draw strong and reliable conclusions.

3). regarding the analytical methods, the study relies on descriptive statistics, weighted average mean, and Henry Garrett’s ranking. However, this raises the question of why more advanced statistical methods—such as logistic regression or factor analysis—were not employed to provide a deeper understanding of the factors influencing consumer behavior toward frozen foods.

4). Furthermore, the study appears to overlook the influence of cultural and social factors that are highly relevant in Gujarat, such as religious dietary restrictions, traditional food habits, or preferences for fresh, locally sourced food.

5). Another notable point concerns health perceptions. It would be valuable to investigate more deeply what specific health concerns discourage non-consumers from purchasing frozen foods—whether it is related to preservatives, nutritional content, or food safety issues.

6). Additionally, while the study mentions the need to address taste, price, and transparency issues to enhance market acceptance, it does not clearly explain how transparency barriers were identified or measured in this research.

7). The potential for response bias also deserves attention, particularly regarding social desirability, where respondents might underreport or overreport their consumption patterns to present themselves favorably.

8). Lastly, the study does not appear to address potential long-term shifts in consumer behavior, especially considering the increasing awareness of healthy lifestyles, which could influence future demand for frozen foods.
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
