Two line of description why all of a sudden gasoline exposure is being a point of focus should have been mentioned.

	Scientific data findings and interpretations are correct. Some additions might increase the impact of the article to larger extents:
1. CPR of individuals exposed to 3-5 years is more than those exposed >5 years. No proper scientific hypothesis has been mentioned. If so, how correlation of gasoline exposure to CRP levels can be assured? Else any literature study of attaining steady phase or plateau phase (if so) should also have been mentioned.

2. The conclusion and discussion last section overlap. Addition of future prospect at the end of conclusion and limitation of the current study at the end of the discussion could be beneficial.

3. Any suggestions (for instances respiratory protection and masks) and their impact on CPR levels could be demonstrated.
4. Statistical representation (in terms of *** or CLD) could have been displayed
