In the "Results and Discussion" section, there are technical errors in presenting the values of exchangeable Ca2+ in the sentence “In contrast, the highest exchangeable Ca2+ concentrations were observed in the control treatment, with mean values of 10.3 (10.4), 14.6 (12.7), and 14.6 meq kg-1 under the respective EC levels (Table 2)”.

The data in Tables 2 and 3 are the same. In Table 3, there are no data on soil exchangeable Mg2+.

Data on soil exchangeable Na+ can be presented not only in a figure, but also in a table, like other exchangeable cations (Ca2+, Mg2+, and K+).
