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The present study gives new insights in treating Diabetis mellitus. And also using two invitro models gives more accurate results.  Alpha amylase inhibitors are maily useful in prevention and treatment of Type 2 DM and obesity by slowing down digestion of carbohydrates by which the amount of glucose released into blood stream decreases after the consumption of meals. 

However this could be a base for the invivo studies. By further investigation it could reveal the clinical use and more evidences can be revealed.
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Introduction is well and good but you can also add some applications regarding the alpha amylase inhibitors in management of type 2 DM.
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
