1. Title and Abstract
The title is clear and appropriately reflects the scope of the study. However, please correct the typographical error in the word “ATTRBUTING” to “ATTRIBUTING”.

The abstract is detailed and informative.
2. Introduction
The introduction provides good background on tomato breeding, heterosis, and inbreeding depression.

The sentence “The cleistogamy flower of the crop…” is inaccurate. Tomatoes are not cleistogamous. Revise this.

(Tomatoes are predominantly self-pollinating due to their flower morphology; they do not produce cleistogamous flowers, as their flowers open during anthesis, allowing potential external pollination. Thus, tomatoes are classified as a self-pollinating, chasmogamous crop rather than a cleistogamous one.)

3. Methodology
The experimental layout and design parameters (e.g., number of replications, plot size, agronomic practices) are missing or under-explained. Please include specifics on design (e.g., randomized block, factorial, number of replications), agronomic practices, and the statistical software/methods used.

4. Results and Discussion
The manuscript provides a detailed trait-by-trait analysis, which is commendable. Well-cited and supported by literature.

5. Conclusion
The conclusion is well-articulated and captures the essence of the findings.
To improve its impact, avoid reiterating exact heterosis percentages. Instead, focus on breeding implications and the practical utility of the identified families.
