	Optional/General comments


	The research is interesting and valuable, and the authors appear to have put a great deal of effort into it. However, the following points should be considered to ensure the research is suitable for publication.

1- Reduce the number of keywords to only six or seven keywords.

2- References and quotations should be indicated by a numbered reference in brackets, like [1], and listed in order of appearance.

3- All references cited or referred to in the manuscript are outdated, while those cited or referred to should be recent and from at least the last five years.

4- The reference list must include the volume and issue number, as well as the URL or DOI if available.

5- There is no comparison between the study results and those of previous studies. It is also important to highlight the research's highlights in the conclusion. It is also preferable to briefly present the recommendations contained in the manuscript in this section and include them at the end.

6- It is essential to integrate some sections of the Results and Discussion with the Methodology section. For instance, combine Paragraph 3.1 with Paragraph 2.4.6, Paragraph 3.2 with Paragraph 2.4.1, and Paragraph 3.3 with Paragraph 2.4.2. This process should be applied to the other relevant sections. However, Tables 1 through 6 should remain in the Results and Discussion section.

7- Label all equations with numbers or codes for easier reference.
8- In the conclusion paragraph, focus on the results, compare them to previous results, and highlight the expected benefits of the study.
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
