	The article's abstract is partially comprehensive; it needs to be improved in a few ways to satisfy academic standards. Although it conveys the general theme and context, it is unclear, unstructured, and imprecise. The following are particular suggestions for improvement:

	The article's language and English quality are slightly appropriate for scholarly communication, but in order to achieve academic standards, a number of flaws must be fixed.

However, to satisfy scholarly norms, significant changes in language, organization, and data reporting are required.
