For example, the researcher wrote "Saudi Arabia" and sometimes "Kingdom of Saudi Arabia." Finally, the writing style, whether American or British, should be standardised throughout the manuscript.

	There are some comments on the manuscript: 

-The introduction is too long and needs more focus. It must be more direct in referring to the manuscript's topic and eliminating repetitions.

-The importance is not limited to vision and travelling speed but extends to all fields of life. Therefore, I recommend amending the importance of the study in the introduction to improve it and clarify the areas affected by dust storms.

-In the methodology section, the methodology used should be clearly indicated, whether qualitative or quantitative, and the data used should be clarified, whether primary or secondary.

-It is recommended that the study's limitations and future work be included to demonstrate the strength of this manuscript and its importance for researchers to complete future studies related to this scope and adopt this manuscript as a source.

-I recommend adding some citations supporting the discussion and ideas in the discussion section. Also, no concluding paragraph links the discussion findings to the study's objectives.
