I recommend removing repetitive terms such as “life-saving medicines” and “vulnerabilities” to improve clarity and readability. Additionally, minor grammatical corrections are needed, for example:

“a stringent and accessible pharmaceutical supply chains is necessity” →
“a stringent and accessible pharmaceutical supply chain is a necessity.”

	Yes, the manuscript is scientifically sound and presents accurate information supported by credible references and real-world case studies. The discussion on pharmaceutical supply chain disruptions during the COVID-19 pandemic is well-aligned with current global health literature. The strategic recommendations provided are relevant and practical. However, to strengthen the scientific depth, the addition of a structured literature review and a brief discussion on existing methodologies used in previous studies would further enhance its academic value.

	The references used in the manuscript are generally sufficient, relevant, and recent, with most citations published between 2020 and 2023, which is appropriate given the COVID-19 focus. The manuscript effectively draws from peer-reviewed journals, WHO reports, and recognized academic sources to support its arguments. However, the inclusion of a few more recent studies (2023 -2025), particularly related to digital supply chain technologies, regional manufacturing initiatives, or post-COVID pharmaceutical policies, could further strengthen the literature base. The authors may also consider referencing systematic reviews or comparative global studies that discuss pharmaceutical supply chain resilience beyond the COVID-19 context to broaden the scope.
	

	Is the language/English quality of the article suitable for scholarly communications?


	I recommend reviewing and correcting grammatical issues, including verb tense consistency, article usage, and plural forms. Additionally, spelling errors such as:

“pharmacutical” → “pharmaceutical”

“imbances” → “imbalances”

should be corrected. A thorough language edit or professional proofreading is recommended to improve clarity and readability throughout the manuscript.

	The manuscript needs some improvements in formatting and structure. Section titles should use sentence case, and the use of all capital letters in headings should be avoided. Spacing issues like “Figure1” should be corrected to “Figure 1” with a proper caption. Subheadings and numbering should be consistent throughout the paper (for example, “3.2” should follow “3.1”). Adding visuals or flowcharts, especially for the proposed framework, would help readers understand the content better. Figure 1 can be made more descriptive, and a table showing the type, cause, and result of each case study would be useful. The paper should also explain the impact of climate change more clearly and include a short discussion about differences in medicine access between richer and poorer countries. This manuscript has good potential, but adding a literature review, methodology section, and improving grammar and visuals will make it stronger for publication.
Add a Literature Review Section

This demonstrates awareness of existing scholarly approaches and enhances the paper's academic depth.
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
