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	This paper discusses the significant contribution of NPK sensors to improve soil health and fertilizer use efficiency in precision agriculture. It shows sustainable use of nutrients with marked reduction in nitrogen (79%), phosphorus (67.24%) and potassium (75.87%) application. The remarkable increase observed in yield, 99.69%, also highlights the potential for sensor-based fertilization to maximize productivity with minimal resource input.
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
