	This is a significant contribution to the science community and can inform policy for SDG 1 (end poverty in all its forms) from a multisectoral, integrated perspective. While the focus on cross-sector partnerships has been produced with the emerging literature on systems-based analysis and intervention to address the intractable challenges confronting development. The results provide implementable policy prioritization to aid evidence-based policymaking at national and global scales. It also improves scholarly understanding of how collaborative governance and intersectoral coordination promote more sustainable and equitable poverty alleviation gains.
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	The manuscript lacks standard paragraph structure, which affects the logical flow and readability expected in academic writing. Revising it into well-structured paragraphs would improve coherence and align it with scholarly manuscript conventions.
The article is timely and very relevant regarding how one might advance SDG 1 through a multi-sector partnership, and it is clearly policy relevant. But there are some things that need improvement. Perhaps most importantly, the manuscript does not follow standard paragraph format, but instead uses a point-by-point or list formatting all the way through. Although intended to enhance clarity, it interrupts the argument and mars the otherwise academic flavor of the article. Editing the text to read as well-written paragraphs will improve flow and logical progression.
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
