Editor’s Comment:
Sarcoidosis is a multisystem granulomatous disease of unknown aetiology, and while cardiac involvement is uncommon, it can be life-threatening. Cardiac sarcoidosis may be asymptomatic or manifest through conduction disturbances, arrhythmias, or heart failure. This case highlights the importance of considering cardiac sarcoidosis in young patients with unexplained atrioventricular block and the role of advanced cardiac imaging in establishing the diagnosis and guiding timely management. Clinically this case report is very important.
With due consideration to the reviewer's comments and the revision done, the decision on the manuscript for the Asian Journal of Cardiology Research  is  Accepted.
