Commas and dots should be clear and distinguished…
The sentence starting with "Revealed the multifaceted governance..."). needs to be corrected and rewritten.
I believe so….The outcomes do not has any Logical flow and clarity. The Introduction has several names of authors that do not exist in the List of Reference"  LoR….. or wrongly written (e.g. Michael D. McGinnis 1 and Elinor Ostrom 1 (2014).
