	The manuscript reports on an essential study of the BMI of Tribal Women and the nutritional levels of nutrients in the foods they consume.

However, the authors have not shown that they have responded positively to the comments and suggestions meant to improve it. Some concerns are:

1. The abstract gives a conclusion on factors that were not considered in the study; namely food accessibility, socio-economic conditions and healthcare availability as having significant effect on the health of the Women when the study was on something different. Rewrite the conclusion based on the results obtained.

2. Nutritional data given was obtained from secondary sources. However, these sources are not included and the levels of micronutrients are not given (these should be available in literature).

3. The BMI results should be analyzed statistically to show BMi variations among regions and age groups.

I therefore decline to support the publication of the manuscript until the comments are addressed.


	As per the remark of editorial, I have done the necessary correction in the manuscript. Concern 1 and 3 has been properly revised and rewritten and in concern 2, I have mentioned the table source but unable to find the levels of micronutrients. Apart from this all the concerns have been corrected in the manuscript.
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
