Regarding China 's achievements in the field of digital technology, detailed examples are given in the mechanism analysis part and the conclusion part of the paper, such as“At the technological innovation level, applications leveraging artificial intelligence and large models, such as Baidu's ERNIE Bot and iFLYTEK's Spark Desk, have surged from fewer than 10,000 cases in 2020 to 94,000 cases in 2023. At the business model innovation level, Huawei has collaborated with automotive manufacturers to establish an ecosystem based on the HarmonyOS, enabling seamless integration between vehicles and smart home devices. This solution allows users to remotely control home appliances from their vehicles, with scene-switching response times under 200 milliseconds. At the management innovation level, Luohu District in Shenzhen has implemented an "AI + multi-party governance" model. By deploying 400,000 Internet of Things (IoT) sensing devices, the district achieves real-time alerts for community safety hazards. This approach has increased social participation rates from 15% to 80% and reduced the resolution time for 15 types of issues, including littering, from one day to 15 minutes.”
