	Because it discusses the actual ergonomic difficulties associated with India's manual agricultural methods, which still mainly rely on traditional tools, this paper is especially significant.  This study offers a solid scientific foundation for the creation of ergonomic interventions by thoroughly describing the dangerous work postures and possible musculoskeletal disorders (MSDs) that employees may encounter.  The results of this study may influence the redesign of hand tools to make them safer and more effective, which could enhance agricultural workers' productivity, safety, and well-being.

	The abstract is broad enough. But there are too many keywords listed. To make the search more effective and focused, the author should cut down on the number of keywords to 5–6 of the most important ones.

	This paper has a number of problems that need to be fixed:

1. Weak Methodology: The methodology section doesn't say which standard posture analysis methods were used (like RULA, REBA, or OWAS).  The authors merely reference "observational and descriptive research design" and "postural assessments," rendering the analysis subjective and devoid of scientific rigor.

2. Confusing Data Presentation: Table 1 shows two tools that are both called "Khurpi" (numbers 1 and 5), but they look like different tools.  This is very hard to understand.  The author must elucidate or employ alternative nomenclature.

3. Repetitive Descriptions: The descriptions of postures in Table 2 are very similar to each other.  For instance, the descriptions of "Hand Shovel," "Khurpi," and "Weeding Hook" are almost the same, which makes the analysis less useful.

	There are enough references, but the formatting is very bad:

1. Not in Alphabetical Order: The bibliography is not in alphabetical order, which is what is normal for scientific writing.

2. Duplicate Entries: The reference "Scavo, A. and Mauromicale, G. (2020)" has more than one entry.  One of the entries needs to be removed.
	

	Is the language/English quality of the article suitable for scholarly communications?


	It is necessary to raise the standard of English.  There are a few misspellings and strange word choices, but overall it makes sense.  For instance:

1. To make it sound more natural, the sentence "Hoe requires force while using" should be changed to "Using a hoe requires significant force."

2. "Carpal tunnel syndrome" is misspelled; it should read "earpel carpal."

3. This manuscript needs to be carefully proofread by a professional.
