	+Study design flaw – Advisable to include at least 5 search engines not just 2. Why? Because most of Asia, Africa is missing from your sample itself only Europe and America are included in which case you have to specify population in title.

+PICO is incorrect as the search criteria is very specific (“bleeding risk AND anticoagulant therapy AND dental extraction”) – you need to use Synonyms for the same world in all possibilities to get entire search result as different studies would have used different words eg- dental extraction – exodontia, tooth removal, surgical tooth exfoliation.

+Population is Not defined in your search for examples Dialysis can use Heparin, All surgical procedure are done under anticoagulant therapy (dental clearance is usually required including extractions), Vitamin K deficiency, Quantitative and qualitative platelet defects, Aplastic Anaemia.

+Every study included population is different if you look carefully, hence you cannot make a single standardised Observation/ Outcome to Improve the study stick to one single population like Vit K deficiency only or patients pre and post cardiac surgery. (Generalisation is hindering your results)

+discontinuation of Anticoagulants before extraction must be cited from the CONSENSUS REPORT GIVEN BY AHA or a similar European Consensus report (Cochrane review) not a clinical trial (sample is too small) and it does not include an expert panel. –[reference 4,10,11,12]
