	1. The abstract should be more structured. For example, the methodology used in arriving at all the literatures reviewed for this manuscript should be stated after clearly defining the objective.
2. Rephrase the sentence “This review highlights about the five key bacterial zoonotic diseases like brucellosis, leptospirosis, tuberculosis, salmonellosis, and listeriosis.” Use a more academic context to state the aim of the review.

3. Key findings of this review have not been highlighted rather general statements are used without highlighting the One Health approach strategies in managing and controlling these diseases as stated in the abstract

	1. Improve on using more academic phrases better suited for a scientific community. Write in clear, concise English and avoid passive sentences.
2. A standard methodology of the synthesis of literature used for this review should be stated including the inclusion/exclusion criteria.

3. While discussing each of the bacterial zoonosis, emphasis should have focused more on emerging trends especially how the various factors such as climate as highlighted in the abstract drive these zoonoses across various regions with classical instances as captured in literature, including antimicrobial resistance trends of these pathogens.

4. Section 3 should be rewritten to highlight the gaps in current control strategies and how the One Health approach can bridge these gaps effectively.

5. The conclusion should offer a more prospective insight on the subject matter by proposing how research can contribute immensely in providing actionable strategies in the prevention and control of these zoonoses and also helps in identifying gaps in policies.

In the conclusion section, correct the spelling of “sereous” to serious.
