	This is a well-written and insightful discussion that successfully connects clinical realities with systemic solutions. Addressing the minor points above could further enhance the impact and applicability of the findings for clinicians, policymakers, and researchers alike.
1. Search Strategy Details: The exact search strings and date of last search should be provided (e.g., “((Leprosy OR Hansen’s Disease) AND (Clinical Manifestations OR Cutaneous Manifestations)...)”), ideally as a supplementary file, to enhance reproducibility.

2. Registration of Protocol: It is not mentioned whether the review protocol was registered (e.g., in PROSPERO). Registration would enhance credibility and reduce risk of bias.

3. Language Restriction Justification: While inclusion of English, Portuguese, and Spanish is practical, it may introduce language bias. A brief rationale for excluding other languages would be useful.

4. Overrepresentation of One Region:

· Nearly all included studies are from Brazil, which may limit the generalizability of findings. Although this reflects a high-endemic setting, the authors should acknowledge this geographic concentration as a limitation in both the results and discussion.

· A brief comparison with available data from other endemic countries (e.g., India, Indonesia, parts of Africa) would enrich the review.

5. Level of Evidence and Study Quality:

The tables list various study types (e.g., case reports, narrative reviews, observational studies), but the weight or level of evidence associated with each study is not clearly discussed.
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
