Drawing on global best practices, it identifies opportunities to transform waste into instant tea, biochar, compost, packaging, cosmetics, nutraceuticals, and handicrafts. Such valorization can diversify incomes, create rural jobs, and reduce environmental impact. However, technology gaps, regulatory hurdles, and limited awareness constrain progress. The study recommends R&D investments, policy incentives, market linkages, and training initiatives to establish a circular tea economy, positioning Assam as a global leader in sustainable tea production and bio-based innovation.
