The most widely adopted practices included cultivation based on household nutritional needs (90%), maintaining multiple seedbeds (89%), using clean water and fertile soil (87%), ensuring proper sunlight and air circulation (86%), and applying organic compost (84%). Conversely, climate-aware practices such as avoiding sowing during extreme weather (45%) and timely planting (52%) were less common.

Correlation analysis showed that farming experience (r = 0.730, p < 0.01), extension media contact (r = 0.767, p < 0.01), and family size (r = 0.258, p < 0.05) were significantly associated with participation level. In contrast, age, education, marital status, land size, occupation, and training participation were not significantly related.

These findings underscore the importance of enhancing women’s access to agricultural information, training, and extension services to strengthen climate resilience in vulnerable wetland regions.

Additionally, incorporating a few more recent and global references on gender and climate-resilient agriculture would enhance the manuscript’s international relevance.

Overall, the study makes a valuable contribution to the literature on gender-responsive climate adaptation and offers actionable insights for policymakers, development practitioners, and researchers. With minor language polishing and a few additional references, it is well-suited for scholarly publication.
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
