	The manuscript is scientifically sound, effectively using the 5A model and SEM-PLS to show destination attributes’ impact on emotional engagement and visitor satisfaction. However, unclear sampling methods, potential discriminant validity issues (e.g., HTMT values near 0.85), and small effect sizes (e.g., Accessibility → Satisfaction: 0.018) need addressing. Acknowledging limitations and updating references would enhance rigor. With these revisions, the study is a valuable contribution to agrotourism research.

	The references in the manuscript are generally sufficient, with 65 citations covering relevant tourism and agrotourism literature, supporting the study’s theoretical framework (e.g., Buhalis, 2000; Zeng et al., 2021) and methodology (e.g., Hair et al., 2019; Ghozali, 2016). Most references are recent (2015–2025), aligning with current research trends, with 48 citations from 2018 or later, including key 2025 sources (e.g., Pagliara et al.). However, some older references (e.g., Kotler, 2006; Cooper, 2014) may not reflect recent advancements, and a few citations (e.g., Kreatif, 2018) have formatting issues or unclear sources (e.g., broken DOIs). Replacing outdated references with more recent ones and correcting formatting errors would strengthen the reference list’s sufficiency and relevance.

	The manuscript’s English is suitable but would benefit from minor revisions to improve conciseness, correct grammatical errors, ensure consistent terminology, and address formatting issues in references. To further strengthen the manuscript, I recommend clarifying the sampling method, addressing potential discriminant validity concerns (e.g., high HTMT values), discussing the practical significance of small effect sizes, and acknowledging study limitations. Additionally, refining the English for conciseness, correcting minor grammatical errors, and updating outdated or poorly formatted references would enhance its scholarly quality. With these revisions, the manuscript would be well-suited for publication in a reputable tourism journal.
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
