	This manuscript examines the internationalisation of an IT-based SME in Sri Lanka through qualitative case study methodology, emphasising the role of networking competences. The topic is relevant to the journal scope and offers practical insight for developing-country SMEs. Although based on a single case, the contribution is potentially useful if the authors strengthen methodological transparency and language clarity. I recommend Minor Revision.

Comments to the Authors

General Assessment

The manuscript addresses an important and timely issue concerning SME internationalisation in emerging markets. The focus on networking competences from a case-study perspective is suitable and aligned with the literature. The structure is logical and the paper provides practical implications. However, several areas require minor improvement to enhance the academic rigour and overall readability.

Specific Comments

Methodological clarity Please elaborate on the justification for using a single-case study approach and provide more information on case selection rationale (e.g., critical/typical/revelatory case).

Data collection detail The methodology section should report further details on the interviews (number of interviews conducted, duration, interview protocol, and sample questions).

Literature review Some parts of the literature review appear repetitive and overly descriptive. Consider condensing this section and focusing more explicitly on knowledge gaps addressed by this study.

Theoretical contribution The contribution to internationalisation/network theory could be stated more clearly. It would be helpful to explicitly highlight what new insights this case adds beyond existing typologies.

Language and style Several grammatical and stylistic issues are noted throughout the manuscript. A thorough language edit is recommended to improve academic tone, coherence, and precision.

Limitations and future research Please include a brief statement acknowledging the limitations of a single-case design and suggesting directions for future research (e.g., multi-case comparative studies or quantitative validation).

Overall Recommendation: Minor Revision

I believe that with the suggested improvements, the manuscript can make a valuable contribution to the journal.
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
