The arrangement of crop species is not clearly described (What type of experimental design was used? What was the sample size? How many replicates were conducted? How were the crops managed?). The procedure for soil sampling is presented rather ambiguously, lacking details on the sampling method and the number of replications.

The results do not clearly demonstrate the effects of individual crop species, despite the study involving five different crops. Statistical analyses have not been conducted to adequately evaluate the effectiveness of each treatment.
