	The study uses mixed method approach (both quantitative and qualitative) with a sample size of 250 engineering students drawn from five geographically diverse universities across Bangladesh. The researcher has done qualitative analysis through observation of 30 selected participants' oral presentations. Including geographically diverse group of Bengali speakers allow for more generalizable conclusions.

The theoretical analysis of variation between English and Bangla phonology enhances the discussion and provides additional layers of insight.

Including a more detailed analysis of the collected data, such as specific examples of mispronunciations and their phonetic transcriptions, would provide readers with clearer examples of the problems discussed.
