It is suitable and produces enlightening results to employ a qualitative descriptive design. However, to improve clarity and scholarly tone, the paper would benefit from a minor language correction. All things considered, it is a worthwhile effort that, with correction, is publishable.

The manuscript is well-structured, relevant, and provides pre-service teachers with insightful information about international exchange programs. Both the methodology and the results are appropriate and pertinent. Minor adjustments are required, nonetheless, in clarity of the language.
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
