The manuscript presents a relevant and contextually grounded exploration of parental involvement in the academic achievement of multi-grade pupils. The study is timely and potentially impactful, given the increasing emphasis on home-school collaboration, especially in rural and resource-constrained settings. However, the manuscript requires major revisions before it can be considered for publication.

The most critical issue concerns the alignment between the study's objective and its research design. While the topic is of interest, the methodological rigor and conceptual framing are limited. The literature review relies heavily on outdated sources, some over two decades old, and lacks engagement with more recent, peer-reviewed studies from Western countries that could contextualize and validate the findings internationally. It is also suggested that the authors consider the following studies to enhance the intro and LR sections of the present study:

and recent OECD publications on parental involvement and student outcomes. Incorporating such literature would help position the study within a broader scholarly conversation and strengthen its theoretical and practical contributions.

The discussion of findings tends to be descriptive rather than analytical. While tables are presented with weighted means and t-test statistics, the interpretation of results does not sufficiently interrogate the implications of the non-significant relationship between parental involvement and academic performance. The study concludes that involvement is frequent but not impactful, yet fails to explore possible mediating variables or contextual factors (e.g., quality vs. quantity of involvement, parent education level, home learning environments) that may explain the null finding. This absence weakens the explanatory power of the study.

The quality of writing throughout the manuscript would benefit from comprehensive language editing. There are multiple grammatical errors, awkward phrasings, and inconsistencies in verb tense, article usage, and terminology (e.g., “oftentimes involved,” “academic–related activities,” “fair satisfaction,” etc.). These issues affect clarity and professionalism and must be addressed to ensure readability and scientific credibility.

The manuscript’s statistical treatment would benefit from further justification of the use of t-tests in the context of Likert-scale data. Additionally, the scale interpretation is repeated several times in the text, unnecessarily inflating length. Clarifying whether the data meet assumptions for parametric testing would enhance the rigor of the findings.

 However, the paper needs major revisions to meet academic standards. These should include a rewritten introduction and literature review incorporating contemporary sources, improved language quality throughout and deeper engagement with the interpretation of findings. The authors should also consider alternative or complementary analytical approaches to better capture the complexity of the relationship under study.
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
