	This manuscript is one of the useful contributions to educational studies, especially in rural and underdeveloped school systems. The study offers a comparison as it looks into how the multigrade program has been implemented in two different districts; an aspect that can direct teacher training policies, deployment of resources and management of classes in similar situations globally. The results also add to the debate on equal access to quality education particularly in the geographically remote regions. In addition, it provides empirical evidence that can inform policy formators, administration and teachers training institutions to refine their multigrade teaching behavior.

	The title is overall written clearly and descriptively, however, it can be briefer and written more academically.

	Although the abstract is clear, it might be enhanced with some of the key quantitative findings, accentuating the policy or practical relevance (it is a key breakthrough), and mentioning that contextual factors were driving results even in absence of a significant overall difference. There is also recommended minor tightening of language.

	The design of the research is reliable, and correct descriptive statistics and t-tests are used with a clear sampling methodology and tools. One of the wording issues in the paper, though, is in the “Statement of the Problem” as it states that “interactive visualization tools” are used, but this is to be countered with a reference to a multigrade program as well.
	

	Are the references sufficient and recent? If you have suggestions of additional references, please mention them in the review form.
	The sources are adequate and contain quite a number of recent sources up to 2024, whereas incorporating more recent studies on multigrade education based in the Philippines would make it more local.

	The manuscript is moderately readable, and it contains the aspects where grammar, syntax and word choice can be updated on the use of the scholarly language. In some cases, sentences are too long, and may be divided. Ordinary errors of transcription (e.g. iliteracy y in Introduction) should be cleaned up.

	The research focuses on an applicable gap in rural education studies and it offers effective comparisons. It would be beneficial to reinforce the ethics statement, language refinement, and iron out minor inconsistencies, and make it more scholastic and clear.
The study is good, however, it needs revisions regarding language to make it ready to publish.
