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	This manuscript offers valuable insights into how ICT competence influences student’s attitudes toward STEM implementation, addressing a notable gap in current educational research. By providing empirical evidence from the Philippine senior high school context, it highlights the role of digital proficiency in fostering positive engagement with STEM subjects. The findings can guide educators, policymakers, and curriculum developers in designing strategies that integrate ICT skills to boost STEM participation and interest. This work also contributes to the global discourse on preparing students for 21st-century careers through technology-enhanced STEM education.
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
