	The methodology is presented very superficially; it does not contain a detailed description of the research tools or a clear justification for the sample selection, which poses a problem for academic robustness and reliability. Qualitative results have been treated marginally. There is also a lack of critical discussion of the literature.
Author should at least present in more detail the sample selection process, research tools (with sample questions), and the method of coding and analysing qualitative data.
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	Can be improve, author can add strategic documents and some European literature for contrast.

The text is uneven: in places it is very ‘encyclopaedic’, in places it contains linguistic errors and illogical constructions.
