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	The study explored the potential impact of salinity levels on the production and parameters of the growing medium for C. vulgaris, a widely produced green alga due to its preponderance in the hatchery of various fish species. The publication of the manuscript will provide insights to fish farmers, hatchery operators and algal scientists on how to improve or maximize the production of the said green alga by considering an optimum salinity level. Moreover, its effect on lipid biosynthesis will have great importance in the feed industry, particularly on the quality of the alga as it is gaining popularity as an efficient replacement for expensive feedstuff like fish oil.
