	Yes!  Prevalence of malaria in all age 7 gender groups, with no statistically significant difference among the three groups. On the other hand, typhoid prevalence followed the global standards. However, diagnosis based on only antigen (Widal) test does not stand to confirmed status. Asub sample at least must have been subjects culture & sensitivity. Among gender wise difference appears not significant. If any test of significance was applied need to be specified. Packed cell volume (PCV) analysis showed that adult males maintained PCV values within the normal range (mean PCV = 45.0%), whereas adult females (34.0%) and children (34.2%) displayed lower PCV is again a known phenomenon, most of them are anaemic.
