The authors correctly emphasize the importance of history taking, clinical observation, and exclusion of differential diagnoses. The lack of genetic confirmation is acknowledged appropriately as a limitation. 
But needs getting rid of Some repetition and grammatical errors in the clinical case narrative could be streamlined for clarity and making  distinction between CIP and CIPA (Congenital Insensitivity to Pain with Anhidrosis) could be more clearly defined, particularly since anhidrosis was not present in the patient.
