The general information provided in the introduction, while comprehensive in terms of the data obtained, touched upon the necessity and importance of social support. However, it was observed that the data lacked information on social support.

If social support could be assessed and specified in its sub-dimensions in the study (financial support, support received from healthcare professionals, social support, etc.), it might satisfy the reader on this matter.

The marital status of the participants was stated in the study, and it was stated that the suicide rate among those who were married was lower than among those who were not. This could perhaps be explained by the social support received from a spouse or partner.

The parameters evaluated are provided for informational purposes only, but if they were tabulated with numerical data, it would have been more useful as an example for other studies.

Overall, the study contains quite satisfactory information regarding the title, abstract, general information, method, discussion, and conclusion. The detailed information in the statistical analysis is particularly valuable in demonstrating the impartiality of the researcher(s). Incorporating this study into the literature could serve as a roadmap for prevention and support mechanisms for maintaining a healthy life, which is crucial for humanity.
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
