- Relevance of these sentences not clear 

1) Aortic valve insufficiency may arise from subaortic VSDs that impact both semilunar valves or the prolapse of an aortic valve cusp into the defect. Therefore, it is crucial to routinely assess the function of the aortic valve and any associated subaortic membranes that may obstruct blood flow by evaluating specific indicators, such as gradient monitoring for obstruction detection, functional ability testing through exercise, and exercise stress testing for symptoms related to exercise.
2) The main challenge is maintaining or recovering aortic valve function; shutting off the blood supply is often simple.
3) However, device closure with subaortic VSD may result in roughly 10.9% of significant problems, such as aortic impingement and AV block, because there is a higher likelihood that aortic regurgitation (AR) may increase. 
4) dilated right atrium and ventricle with LVEDP 107/16 mmHg( in VSD there is dilatation of LA/LV.EDP is end diastolic pressure, this figure is not correct.)
