	Under Introduction: Line 25….”Given the high burden of HIV and cervical cancer in Nigeria….”
Sentence appears incomplete and should be revised.

Under Results: The socio demographic variables were not clearly defined. What does “Age” refer to? Those above 18 years or what? “Marital status” and relation to the cervical lesions was not explained, “Age at first sexual intercourse, number of pregnancies etc were also not defined.

Authors claim the sociodemographic and reproductive factors were associated with lesion presence but variables were not explained. For better understanding these variables should be defined.

Under Discussion: Line 2….. First sentence not clear … should read as” Abuja showed no significant difference” instead of “  showed is no significant… 

Under Conclusions: Authors should clarify the effect of ‘reproductive and sociodemographic factors’ on cervical lesions. The Legend under TABLE 2 states that Socio demographic and Reproductive factors are associated with the presence of lesions….but the Conclusion states otherwise. Conclusions states that “  Reproduction and Socio demographic factors did not show significant association with prevalence of cervical lesions. I believe clarity will enhance readability.
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
