	This manuscript addresses a critically important area of healthcare research by examining the burden experienced by informal caregivers of cancer patients in Nigeria. However, the manuscript requires substantial methodological and reporting improvements.
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	The authors claim to "identify factors influencing burden" using only descriptive statistics, which cannot identify associated factors or control for confounders. Multiple regression analysis is mentioned in methods but never reported in results. Critical information is missing including which variables served as dependent and independent variables, the rationale for variable selection, and the actual regression findings. Additionally, table legends are inadequate, failing to provide sufficient detail for readers to interpret the data independently. Conclusions exceed what the data can support (SPIN).
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
