CKD diagnosis typically requires persistently reduced eGFR over 3 months. A single measurement may overestimate or underestimate CKD prevalence.

Although proteinuria and haematuria were assessed, quantification (e.g., ACR or PCR) was not done. Dipstick testing is less accurate.

The severity, duration, or treatment adherence for diabetes/hypertension was not evaluated, which could influence renal function outcomes.
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
