· Language & grammar: Needs professional proofreading for clarity and correctness.

· Formatting: Standardize tables, citations, and section transitions.

· Depth: Include slightly deeper analysis—e.g., comparisons with non-NICRA villages or regional trends.

Specific Comments:

1. Title and Abstract

· The abstract could benefit from slight grammatical refinement. For example:

· “to analyse the impact” → “to analyze the socio-economic impact”

· “Data was examined such as mean, frequency, and percentage” → “Data were analyzed using descriptive statistics such as mean, frequency, and percentage.”

· “The study highlights the potential benefits of expanding measures…” – consider rewording for clarity: “The study highlights the potential benefits of expanding sustainable agricultural measures through climate-resilient technologies.”

2. Introduction

· Ensure uniform citation formatting (e.g., remove extra spacing before some citations).

· Sentence structuring needs correction: e.g.,

· “Climate risks have a direct impact on agriculture, which accounts for 25% of economic losses…” — clarify that “agriculture suffers 25% of total climate-related economic losses in underdeveloped countries.”

3. Methodology

· Sentence formation needs attention. For instance:

· “Ex-post facto research design as described by (Kerlinger, 1973)which involves systematicempirical inquiry…” → “An ex-post facto research design was adopted, as described by Kerlinger (1973), which involves a systematic empirical inquiry where the researcher does not control variables due to their prior occurrence.”

· Clarify how the interview schedule and PRA tools were validated.

4. Results and Discussion

· Many grammatical issues and inconsistencies:

· E.g., “These observations werealignwith the conclusions…” → “These observations are aligned with the conclusions…”

· Avoid repetition of phrases like “The majority of respondents…”.

· Sentence clarity: “This trend represents improved awareness and access to free education…” → “This trend reflects improved educational access, possibly due to government initiatives.”

· Improve transitions between sections—currently it reads like isolated points rather than a flowing narrative.

· Consider adding visual aids (bar charts, pie charts) for better interpretation.

5. Conclusion

· Try not to simply repeat findings. Focus more on:

· Implications for policy.

· Suggestions for future research.

· Long-term sustainability of interventions.

6. References

· Uniform formatting is needed—capitalize only proper nouns.

· Ensure all in-text citations match the reference list (e.g., Hinrichs et al., 2004 should match reference list style).

· Use consistent journal name formatting (italicization or quotation marks).
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
