	Yes. However, the manuscript lacks a clear explanation of the subject grouping and the inclusion/exclusion criteria in the ‘Materials and Methods’ section. Given the wide age range (18–70 years), multiple potential confounding factors may influence the outcomes. These should be identified, and appropriate eligibility criteria included to minimize bias.

	This paper addresses a clear gap in the literature by exploring the prevalence and predictors of female sexual dysfunction. The study design is solid, a well-validated instrument, and sound statistical analysis, but clarity on subject grouping is needed. The results are presented clearly and supported by relevant statistics, though there is some repetition and a few table formatting inconsistencies. The discussion places the findings in the context of existing research, offers reasonable explanations, and draws out both clinical and public health relevance, albeit with occasional redundancy. The conclusion effectively captures the main outcomes and implications, but the recommendations for policymakers could be expressed with greater precision and strongly expressed. Overall, this is a well-executed and meaningful contribution to women’s health research.

The manuscript contains minor orthographic and formatting inconsistencies, including typographical errors such as “Mariage” instead of “Marriage,” inconsistent hyphenation (e.g., “pre-menopause” vs “premenopause”), etc.  Currency notation lacks uniformity (e.g., RM4850 vs RM 4,849). These should be standardized for clarity, accuracy, and professional manuscript.
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
