	This manuscript makes several important contributions to the scientific community's understanding of technology transfer, innovation, and development in African contexts. By providing empirical evidence from multiple countries (Madagascar, DRC, Togo, Burkina Faso) over a seven-year period, it offers valuable data on how fabrication laboratories function as innovation ecosystems in resource-constrained environments, challenging conventional assumptions about technology adoption and adaptation.

The study's documentation of frugal innovation approaches—such as the SolarFocus, Plastikôo, and W.Afate projects—provides concrete examples of how local communities can develop sustainable technological solutions using available resources, contributing to the growing body of literature on grassroots innovation and appropriate technology. This is particularly significant for researchers studying alternative pathways to technological development that don't rely on high-resource environments.

Furthermore, the research addresses a critical gap in the academic literature by examining the intersection of digital fabrication, education, and community development in sub-Saharan Africa, offering insights that could inform both technology policy and international development strategies. The study's mixed-methods approach and focus on both successes and structural challenges provides a nuanced understanding that can guide future research on decentralized manufacturing, technological sovereignty, and the role of makerspaces in fostering local innovation capacity in the Global South.
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
