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	This manuscript provides valuable insights into the effects of draught work on both the nutritional and sensory qualities of meat from Borgou cattle, a breed commonly used for agricultural labor in West Africa. By demonstrating that draught activity does not significantly compromise meat composition while potentially enhancing certain sensory attributes, the study offers important evidence for optimizing the dual use of cattle as work animals and meat sources. The findings contribute to a better understanding of how animal management practices influence meat quality, which is critical for livestock producers, meat processors, and policymakers aiming to improve food security in the region. Furthermore, this research lays the groundwork for future studies on the physiological and biochemical mechanisms underlying meat quality differences in working versus non-working cattle.
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
