	I suggest to delete extreme temperatures and global warming, because temperatures from 18°C to 30°C were occurring in reality for decades (40° is now the existing extreme due to global warming).

	Optional/General comments


	General comments:

1. There is a discrepancy between the good data set and the hypothesis to be answered – performance for biological control under conditions of global warming.

2. The data does not answer the effect of temperature changes on longevity of the female T. pretiosum, and parasitoid induced mortality of the viable moth eggs. But these parameters are the most important for biological control in the field. It would be interesting to relate the inactive periods due to temperature change to longevity.

3. I do not consider 18°-30° as extreme temperatures. There is a lot of data on Trichogramma spp. for this temperature range. 10-12°C to 38-42°C would be extreme.

4. Parasitism is important for mass-production of Trichogramma spp.. It is not the most important factor for biological control, because in inundative biological control, the control is performed by the laboratory-reared parasitoids, not the Trichogramma progeny in the field. Therefore parasitoid-induced mortality of the pest is most important, and this can be only studied with living host eggs.

5. It should be unambiguously stated that the data are for a specific strain of T. pretiosum (give more information on the strain), as this is a very variable species.

6. Delete last sentence of discussion, T. pretiosum also occurs in the Nearctic Region.

Specific comments: 

7. Explain where the strain of T. pretiosum studied originally came from.

8. Write always Trichogramma species, not only Trichogramma, and species names in italics.

9. The valid name of the moth is Ephestia kuehniella Zeller, 1879 – not Anagsta kuehniella.

10. The germicidal lamp – was it UV-light, what was the distance of the lampf to the eggs?

11. Fig. 2E: write ‘not tested’ – not ‘no tested’
