Minor corrections/precisions would help improve the publication:

P1. The introduction could be limited to the first paragraph, while the following ones could be presented under a separate heading, which could be ‘climactic perspective’. 
Climate scenarios and adaptation could be better distinguished across the publication.

P2. The Little Ice Age ranged from the end of the 14th century up to the 19th century and the industrial era. The maximal warming of the interglaciation period is estimated to have been reached around 5,500 years ago, and since then the climate was slowly cooling.
P9. Point ‘7. Unknown Downstream Effects of Climate Change in the Himalayas’ would rather belong to the end of point ‘1 -  ‘climatic perspective’
P10. The same comment as above applies to points 7.3 and 7.4

P10. ‘Integrated local-to-global modeling’ would preferably be replaced by ‘Integrated global-to-local modelling’
P10. The last sentence under 7.4 refers to adaptation, while the first part refers to the climate impact.
P10. The indigenous knowledge is put in question, while lessons from the past are likely not to be relevant anymore.

P11. Under 2.5, it is more about preparing populations by informing them about impact assessments than relying on their traditional know-how.

P12. Under 3.1, The forests also allow lowering the soil heating, improving the local rain patterns and hydrological cycle, and improving water infiltration and storage in the soil. Permanent land cover can also contribute to reduce the risk of landslides.

P13. Under 4.3, It is preferable to Develop acronyms
