	Yes, the topic of the manuscript is clear; the importance of cereals, climate change, and the effects of plant-parasitic nematodes are well explained. Likewise, references are provided in each section, statistical data are included, which strengthen the content of the manuscript, and finally, geographical regions are mentioned, which is appropriate for addressing climate sensitivity.

	Overall, the references provided are good and appear scientifically sufficient; however, several important points should be considered: the sources should be arranged alphabetically, some references are quite old, such as those from 2000, 2003, and 2005, and some authors are repeated multiple times, such as Wang et al. It would be better to include only those references that provide directly relevant information cited in the text. Similarly, the DOI links are not fully provided, and there are typographical errors in some places, which should be corrected so that all DOIs and URLs are accurately formatted in a consistent scientific style.
