	Optional/General comments


	1. Considering the title of the article and the content described in the abstract, I suggest that the author in the introduction text make a connection not only to the importance of water collection in the context of climate change, but also to the research previously conducted with reference to Amaranthus cultivation. The author in the introduction writes only about the significance of rainwater collection in basins with different linings, but in no way connects it with the de facto purpose of the study.
2. In the introduction, it is necessary to clearly set the objectives pursued in this experiment.
3. In the Methods, add technical information about these basins and the lining used, for a reader from related fields these specifications would be very useful to better understand the meaning of the experiment and what the differences are for each basin and the impact of these different linings for plant cultivation and the effectiveness of water storage and preservation. Maybe some foto and picture will be more helpful. 
4. The conclusions are very poor and not at all representative. Add the conclusions with reference to all three types of lining and how the plant reacted in these conditions that were created. The conclusions do not reveal at all the objectives pursued in the experiment.
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
