· The Benin City focus is good, but Why this location specifically? What unique local factors might affect drivers? 

· The 2006 population data is quite old - can you find more recent estimates?

· Methodological Details - Sample Collection:

1. Please watch your tenses - use past tense for completed procedures

2. Specify centrifuge temperature

3. Which specific ELISA kits were used? What exact spectrophotometric method for glucose?

4. Why use SEM instead of SD? A quick explanation would help.

5. The sample size calculation has a typo ("bacterial in dumpsite") and the numbers don't quite match up (201 vs 250).

· Results Presentation

1. Table 2 is missing some standard error values for ratios

2. TSH units should be in standard μIU/mL format

3. The higher BMI in drivers probably affects results - this deserves mention

4. The insulin/glucose relationship could be explained more clearly. Claims "significant decrease" in drivers' insulin (p=0.015) but later states "inverse correlation" with glucose. Clarify this relationship.

5. How exactly might job stress lead to these metabolic changes?

6. Avoid saying stress "causes" changes - your study design shows association, not causation

7. Either remove the dyslipidemia mention or show the data supporting it

8. Try to suggest more concrete next steps beyond just "more research needed"
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
