	1. The exclusion of studies with isolated oral or cutaneous involvement may significantly limit insight into early localized presentations of LCH. A brief rationale for this choice should be included, as such cases could still inform disease progression.
2. Phrases like “oral and cutaneous involvement” and “oral and cutaneous manifestations” are used interchangeably. Choose one and use it consistently for better readability and scientific precision.
3. The conclusion appropriately highlights the diagnostic importance of oral and skin signs. However, it could be strengthened by briefly suggesting clinical implications, such as referral to oncology or dermatology, or recommendations for interdisciplinary management.
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
