	The prevalence of hypothyroid disease should be considered and from this the prevalence of demodex-positive hypothyroid patients should be obtained.

	It should be specified that total T4 was measured.  It shows a bias in not measuring cTSH, since we know there are stages (silent, II, III, and IV) of the disease. Furthermore, hematological alterations (inflammatory conditions) influence serum levels of the hormone T4 and ALT due to the release of tumor necrosis factor-alpha and interleukin-1.

For this reason, the methodological approach should be evaluated to exclude euthyroid patients. This way, hypothyroid patients will be included, and from these, the prevalence of demodicosis can be estimated, since not all of them may show mite overgrowth.
