	Optional/General comments


	Title : The title is clear and accurately reflects the subject of the review and the pathogen targeted. However, redundancies should be avoided : “causing pebrine” and “Nosema bombycis” are, in my opinion, related. Please reword for better flow.

Summary : The summary provides an excellent overview of the importance of the disease, its modes of transmission, and the industrial implications. I think it is important to briefly mention the management approaches already in use, not just the need to develop new ones.

Introduction

Provides a basic overview of silkworm biology and the importance of temperature regulation. It provides a good contextualization of the role of pathogens. However, the severity of the disease and, above all, its specificity as the only disease transmitted both vertically and horizontally should be briefly introduced. More recent references should be added to support the statements.

Causative agent and life cycle

The highly technical details of the life cycle should be reduced, unless accompanied by a diagram (polaroplast, sporoblasts, etc.), and the data in Tables 1 and 2 should be grouped together in a comparative summary.

Symptoms and transmission

It is important to clarify the different subsections: “Vertical transmission,” “Horizontal transmission,” “Symptoms by stage.”

Management/Treatment

Clearly distinguish between the various prophylactic measures, chemical treatments (carbendazim, benzimidazoles), and biological treatments (probiotics). Also include a critical discussion : actual effectiveness, feasibility, toxicological limitations.

Review methodology

It is important to specify the literature review methodology (selection criteria, databases, etc.). A mixture of primary experimental data and literature extracts was found, without clear separation. There was also a lack of recent bibliographic updates (the majority of references date from 1990-2000 ; only one is from 2021).

Major revision required before acceptance.

The manuscript presents a relevant topic and a wealth of information, but lacks structure. The removal of redundancies and an effort to update the bibliography are essential before final evaluation.
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
